Shape Design Project


Step 1: Design a shape!
Your shape must include at least one triangular side, one circular side, and one parallelogram.  Color your shape!  Shapes will be displayed in the classroom.  Your shape must take up less than half of your page.

Step 2: Find the perimeter of your shape using either centimeters or millimeters.  Neatly label your shape with each measurement you make. Use the radius or diameter to find the perimeter of your circular shape.  Display the perimeter near your shape. Note: class rulers only have millimeters. 
Step 3:  Find the area of your shape.  Display the area near your shape. 

Step 4:  On the bottom half of your page neatly describe how you found the perimeter and area of your shape.  Be sure to use descriptive words and show formulas used.  Pretend you’re describing this to a friend or parent so that they’ll understand.
